1. Introductions
a. Gary and Fred: concerns that Medicaid expansion may not be extended

1. Don: I will ask at the annual PNHP meeting
2. David: I will look for and post links to the text of the bill and any commentary/synopsis I can find
4. National Scene: Carol Shea-Porter has announced that she is not running for re-election
a. Arnie: perhaps GS-PNHP can offer their services to all candidates for Carol Shea-Porter’s seat.   I can get a list of current possible 5-7 Democratic candidates.
5. 2018 Bills for NH
a. Gary: Rep. Peter Schmidt (D-Dover) has presented 3 single-payer-related LSR’s.  It was drafted by (?) someone in Legislative Services.
b. Dick McNamara: I presented LSR 2018-2240, the same bill as was originally presented last year: To Establish a Commission to Study Benefits and Costs of a “Health Care for All” program for New Hampshire.   I have been told that it can be re-introduced because it had been changed dramatically.
i. Dick: This year I want to insist that this bill stand-alone, and not be melded with other health-related bills
ii. Dick: perhaps a Committee, e.g. Commerce, might approve a Commission instead of voting for a full-on Single-Payer
iii. Don: congrats on getting Jerry Knirk as a co-sponsor
iv. Arnie: perhaps get a Senator to sponsor a similar bill (Dan Feltus, Martha Fuller-Clarke, Martha Hennessey?)
1. Dick: I will look into it
2. Don: I will send Dick copies of Rep. Schmidt’s LSR’s
c. Dick: this is the main bill that I am sponsoring, and am going to give this a lot of energy.
d. Gary: we will need to figure out how we can support Peter Schmidt’s bills.  Who else is he working with?
i. Susan: the funding for the full-on Single-Payer bill is vague.
e. Don: I think we need a coordinator for our Chapter’s work on the bill(s).  Any ideas?
i. Ken or Rob might be interested.  By copy to them, we’ll ask!
ii. Susan: I can assist, but will be out of town in December.
f. Don: it would be great to have students testify at the Bills’ hearings
i. David: great idea
6. Collaborating with Vermont
a. Betty: the Vermont Chapter has been sponsoring a summer student internship in 2015 and 2016.  [National funds the first student and the state chapter funds the second student.]
b. Betty: Components of the internship:  Readings; site visits; individual projects
c. Betty:  Would anyone in the Granite State Chapter want to interact with the Vermont students as they learn about Single-Payer (precepting)?
d. Betty: Would the Granite State Chapter want to sponsor students?   If so, then perhaps the two cohorts would work together.
e. Betty: the stipend is $1250 for 5 weeks
f. Gary: are there any political races in Vermont where Single-Payer will come up?  Could the interns be involved with issue advocacy during the political season?
i. Betty: good idea!
g. Betty: I can post something on the List-Serv to solicit Granite State members’ interest
h. Gary: we can, perhaps apply for money to sponsor students.   Would Vermont be willing to “host” New Hampshire interns?
