3. Legislative affairs
a. HB 604 was passed by the House, but ITL’d by the Senate Commerce Committee. “This bill establishes a commission to study the benefits and cost of a “health care for all” program for New Hampshire. The committee agrees that the rising cost of health care is an important issue that needs to be addressed, but believes that there are other pieces of legislation the state should currently pursue in order to remedy this problem.”
