a. NH Legislature - Bills
i. Logistics - hearing tomorrow, Jan 26
1. Trini: weather cancellations will be posted on the Gen Court web-site
2. Don: use written testimony for facts.  Use verbal testimony for stories based on well-established facts
ii. Bills
1. HB353 - Interstate Compact for Single-Payer
1. Thomas: This bill seeks to achieve Single-Payer with the “Goldilocks Zone” of multiple states
2. Ahmed: there is a federal bill, sponsored by Ro Khanna, facilitating state-based and multi-state federal Medicare (and other) funds waivers 
3. Don: I will ask Peter Schmidt to ask that Ahmed Kutty and Thomas Lane be the first to testify as the local “experts”
4. Jim: I will hang back and sign in last, so that a speaker from “Americans for Prosperity” (e.g. Greg Moore) won’t be the last speaker
2. HB319 - All-Payor Commission
1. Ken: this bill is based on the Maryland model, as a means of controlling cost and improve transparency with global budgeting and the same prices for all payers.
