4. Strategic planning
a. Don: I have held off sending a note to Physicians at Dartmouth/Geisel, asking us to coalesce to fight the dismantling of research, health care, public health.  Ken: “The house is on fire”
i. Ahmed: send it!  Do not tone it down.  Could National PNHP circulate an open letter to be signed by all doctors?
ii. Jim: as we are losing our democracy to the super-rich, can we link to other organizations, e.g. AAFP,  Medical Societies, AAP, ACP to speak with a common voice?
1. Jim: We should organize groups, as well as individual doctors!
iii. Kay: the medical profession should coalesce  - as we are in the business to serve - but…doctors are so focused on “powering through” the overwhelmingly busy day that they cannot step back
iv. Ken: 95% of doctors, and probably 99% of academic doctors agree with us.  We need constructive actions!  Could PNHP National draft a letter for all doctors to sign?
1. Ken: the AMA and AHA are complicit in the financialization of Medical Care.
v. Don: I will draft a note to PNHP leadership proposing that physician groups sign onto an open letter
b. Ken: we should think about local “actions” that are dramatic: demos wearing white coats, e.g. marching on an Insurance or state office or hospital , e.g. for Medicaid
