Wearing their white coats, the doctors will hand out prescriptions with the cure for our broken health care system. A universal, single-payer program—as detailed in H.R. 676, the Expanded and Improved Medicare for All Act—would generate over $500 billion in administrative savings per year, allowing us to cover all medically-necessary care without co-pays or deductibles. In contrast, the Senate health care proposal would force 22 million Americans to lose insurance, on top of the 28 million who aren’t covered by the Affordable Care Act. 
“Doctors are tired of seeing our patients postpone or avoid needed care because of cost, and we’re tired of spending hours on billing and paperwork instead of patient care,” said Dr. NAME, a [specialty] and head of the XYZ chapter of Physicians for a National Health Program. “Our system is broken, but we have the cure: improved Medicare for all.”
